First female over the line was Kerrieanne Hocking, just in 

front of Lyn Crome & Natalie Schenken. 

Mark Stevens claimed the honours of being the first 

veteran to finish, ahead of Lyn Crome & Brendan O’Brien.

massive improvements on last week’s run.

In the Children’s 1km race it was Matthew Noden 

claiming a great win, whilst Demi Goodall-Hoffman ran 

the Fastest Time.
